1. CALL TO ORDER. Chairman Al Kunert called the meeting to order.

2. PLEDGE TO FLAG. Town Board recited the Pledge of Allegiance.
3. MOMENT OF SILENCE. Town Board had a moment of silence.

4. ROLL CALL. Chairman Kunert, Supervisors Paff, Finch, Tylinski, Reilly, Clerk Gresch, Department of
Public Works Director Salentine, Fire Chief Phil Buchholtz and Town Engineer Tom Ludwig.

5. OPEN MEETING LAW COMPLIANCE CHECK. Chairman Kunert asked the Clerk if the agenda was
properly noticed. Clerk Gresch stated yes.

6. MOTION TO OPEN MEETING TO PUBLIC COMMENTS (Please be advised per Wisconsin Act 123, the
Town Board will receive information from the public for a three minute time period, with time extensions per
the Chairperson’s discretion, per person; be further advised that after the public comments are completed,
the Town Board Supervisors may have limited discussion on the information received, however, no action
will be taken under public comments.)

MOTION Supervisor Paff moved to open the meeting to public comments, seconded by
Supervisor Tylinski, carried by voice vote.

Richard Demien, Cudahy, stated he came to speak about the John Drive extension, stated he will be
retiring and would like to build his house on John Drive. He stated it is very important for the road to go
thru for fire protection. He stated it would not pose a problem for noise, speed or traffic. He stated that
area is quiet and most of the traffic will move out towards Guthrie Road. He stated he is looking at lot #10,
near the proposed connection. He stated he is moving there because it would be quiet, and hopes that the
Town Board votes in favor of putting through John Drive.

Dan Church, John Drive Developer, read a statement. Clerk’s Note: The statement read is attached
to the minutes.

7. REVIEW OF RECENT CORRESPONDENCE.
a. Email from Ralph Hibbard, Jr. supporting opting out of County Zoning.

Chairman Kunert stated this is for the Town Board'’s reading pleasure.

b. Annexation Petition for the Moeller Disposal Property to the Village of Big Bend, and Review
Memo from Planner Turk of the same.

Chairman Kunert stated this is for the Town Board'’s reading pleasure.

c. Memo from Deputy Clerk Nelson regarding the Spring Vernon View Newsletter Article
Deadlines.

Chairman Kunert stated this is for the Town Board’s reading pleasure. Chairman Kunert stated
if you have information for the newsletter; get it to Deputy Clerk Nelson ASAP.

8. MISCELLANEOUS MATTERS. The following matters will be discussed and possible action taken by the
Town Board:
a. Discussion and possible action on whether or not to authorize the extension of John Drive,
subject to Town Engineer reviewing and approving the construction plans.

Chairman Kunert asked if Engineer Ludwig has looked at the construction plans. Engineer
Ludwig stated he received construction plans, reviewed them and had only a few conditions and
reviewed those with the Town Board. He stated in terms of the mechanics, he is fine with the
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plans submitted September 13, 2006. Chairman Kunert stated we have looked at this issue a
number of times and thanked Supervisor Reilly for helping get information out there. Supervisor
Finch asked if the Village of Big Bend is mandating the road going through. Village President
Brian Hense stated yes, they want the road to go through. Supervisor Paff stated he has felt all
along that this road should go through. He stated he is glad to see that there will be a Letter of
Credit to be sure the work is done properly and that Mr. Church has agreed to pay all
engineering and legal costs. Supervisor Paff asked if Attorney Macy will have to write
conditions of approval. Supervisor Tylinski asked if both communities are trying to get rid of cul-
de-sacs. Supervisor Paff stated the County decides if roads can come out on County roads or
not. Supervisor Tylinski asked why John Drive extension won’t come out onto another road.
Supervisor Paff stated the County dictates where the road comes out. He stated they are not
making the road this way because they want to, but because they have to.

MOTION Supervisor Paff moved to authorize the extension of John Drive, subject to
Town Engineer reviewing and approving the construction plans and the following four
conditions:

1. All properties that are physically affected by this connection be improved per the
Town Engineers approval.
2. Glenecho Drive shall be extended northerly from the proposed John Drive to the

Village/Town Town Border as part of the first phase of the development scheduled
for 2007 construction.

3. That cash or Letter of Credit, in an amount to be approved by the Town Engineer,
and the Letter of Credit in a form to be approved by the Town Attorney be filed
with the Town to guarantee the aforementioned work is done correctly. A letter
agreement setting forth when the cash and/or Letter of Credit can be used by the
Town must be submitted by the developer to the Town Planner and is subject to
approval by the Town Attorney.

4, This acceptance is subject to attorney and engineer review and approval.

Seconded by Supervisor Finch, carried by a unanimous voice vote.
Eagle Scout Proclamation for Matthew Sima.

Chairman Kunert read the proclamation into the record. Town Board members congratulated
Matthew Sima.

9. ANNOUNCEMENTS. The following individuals will be given the opportunity to make announcements at the
meeting in regards to activities undertaken since the previous meeting on behalf of the Town, future
activities and citizen contacts. It is not contemplated that these matters will be discussed or acted on but
referrals to the appropriate committees and/or individuals will be made.

a. Town Board, Department of Public Works Director, Town Clerk, Town Treasurer and Building
Inspector.
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e Supervisor Reilly encouraged everyone to vote on February 20 and April 3.

e Supervisor Tylinski stated about a week ago, Big Bend Drive’'s garbage pickup was
missed. He stated Deputy Clerk Nelson got right on the phone with Waste Management
to resolve the issue. He stated he put a notice in everyone’s paper box as to when the
garbage would be picked up.

e Supervisor Finch stated there is an election on February 20, 2007 and hopes that
everyone gets out to vote. He also stated there is a race for school board members on
February 20 and if anyone wants more information on the candidates, they should read
the February 7, 2007 Mukwonago Chief.

e Supervisor Paff stated he has been working on the Charter Towns bill and sent out over
100 emails. He stated he has received a few calls back and has been told that the
Wisconsin Builders Association has been a large part of stopping this bill from going
through.

e Chairman Kunert thanked Supervisor Paff for his work on that issue. Supervisor Paff
stated he will do just as much work when it comes time to opt out of county zoning.

o Clerk Gresch stated the Primary Election is next week, Tuesday, February 20. Polls
open at 7:00 AM and close at 8:00 PM. She also stated that Absentee Ballots can no
longer be mailed out in time for Tuesday’'s election. Clerk Gresch stated the AV
Equipment was upgraded today. She asked Town Board members for their suggestions
as to how often and what times to play back the meeting. She stated she can play back
the meeting at certain intervals. Town Board members suggested 6 hour intervals.

e Department of Public Works Director Salentine stated it has been snowing, and the
operations have gone smoothly, the guys have done a good job. He stated we took in
800 tons of salt and 300 more left on reserve, which we have room for. Supervisor Paff
asked when the salt will be off the roads. Director Salentine stated in the spring when it
rains. Chairman Kunert asked if we have some extra salt, can we hit the hills a little
heavier.

10. REPORTS. Information on discussion and action taken at previous meetings, future agenda items and
upcoming scheduled meetings.
a. Building Inspection-Monthly Building Inspection Report (if applicable)
e Chairman Kunert stated this is in the packet for review.

b. D.P.W. Committee
o Department of Public Works Director Salentine stated they will not meet this month and
will meet next on March 19, 2007, if they require a meeting.

c. Fire Department

e Chief Buchholtz reviewed his monthly report with the Town Board. Clerk’'s Note: The
report is attached to the minutes. Chief Buchholtz stated we had the 6 month
evaluation for the Dispatch system, and it is progressing nicely. He stated he is also
working on the rules and regulations for the Fire Department, which will be done along
side the Fire Board. He stated the rules and regulations are about 75% completed. He
asked the Town Board for their suggestions if there is anything specific they would like to
see. Chairman Kunert stated that the disciplinary action needs to be more consistent.
Supervisor Paff stated once they see the draft, they will have a better idea of
suggestions.

d. Ordinance Committee
o Clerk Gresch stated there is no report. Chairman Kunert stated we might have the
sidewalk issue come up so we should start researching that.
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e. Park & Recreation Committee
e No report.

f. Plan Commission
e Chairman Kunert stated they meet next week February 22, 2007. Chairman Kunert
stated we took care of most of the Plan Commission items tonight. Clerk Gresch stated
there was also a Master Plan Amendment and a Hobby Kennel public hearing.

g. Public Health & Safety
e Supervisor Tylinski stated they meet next on February 27, 2007. He stated they are
working on putting together a list of numbers that can be given out for the elderly or
handicapped for assistance. Fire Chief stated the Fire Department does have
handicapped equipment for free that people can use. Chairman Kunert asked if we can
put a list of those items on the website and newsletter. Clerk Gresch stated she believes
it is already listed there.

h. School Board

e Supervisor Reilly stated he would like to summarize a letter that Rodell Singert read to
the Mukwonago School Board at the January 22, 2007 School Board Meeting. Mr.
Singert chairs the Personnel Committee. At the direction of the School Board and with
the consent of the school administration, the committee sought and successfully
concluded a collective bargaining agreement between the school district and two
schools ~regarding changing dental insurance carriers. This change is effective no later
than March 1, 2007. Identical insurance benefits were maintained for employees. The
purpose of this change is to continue the school district's commitment to its residents
that it will take all positive steps to effect cost savings in all areas of the District budget in
which savings can be realized. This change will generate a 12-month savings in
premiums of over $137,000; these savings can, and will, be used to benefit the
educational programs of the District. In the estimation of the Board and Administration,
this change is a necessary part of the School Board's commitment to explore, and to
implement, changes which will balance the needs of the District employees and the
needs of the students, parents, and taxpayers of the District. This change is
representative of the District's ongoing effort to control costs in the face of economic
circumstances which are dictated by conditions which are often not within the power of
the District to control. The District will continue to review all its legal and contractual
options concerning potential areas of cost savings. This is my summary of the letter. |
commend every effort by the School Board and the Administration to achieve costs
savings. Supervisor Finch asked about the cost savings and how this relates to the
referendum. Supervisor Reilly stated this item has nothing to do with the referendum
and was undertaken by the school board and administration. He stated it is a great
achievement.

e Clerk Gresch stated Treasurer Kumershek submitted her monthly report and if anyone
has any questions, they should ask the Treasurer.

11. FINANCES.

Clerk Gresch stated we are paying all of the invoices up front. She stated we are waiting for the
signoff letter from the DNR. Once we receive that, we can send out the invoices to the other
three (3) parties for their portion of the invoices.

Supervisor Paff asked why the building bond checks are being re-issued. Clerk Gresch stated

we re-issue those checks because people haven't cashed the check after a certain period of
time. She stated we void the first check to put it back into our system, then, we re-issue the
check. Supervisor Paff asked how we track the building bonds. Clerk Gresch stated Deputy
Clerk Nelson receives the bonds posted from the Building Inspector, enters that data into a
spreadsheet, and removes them after their check has been cut through the Accounts Payables.
Supervisor Paff asked if the Building Inspection report includes the bonds. Clerk Gresch stated
no, the report only includes permit monies.

Supervisor Paff stated he received today’s additional information for the Town Board today at
3:30 pm. Clerk Gresch stated we had a network problem today and couldn’t get to our files to
get the information out in time. Clerk Gresch stated she tries to get the additional information
out between Noon and 2:00 PM. Supervisor Paff stated he is concerned about bills being
thrown in at the last minute and that the Town Board should have more time to review the bills,
since there isn't a lot of time between coming home from work and coming to the meeting. He
stated he would like these sent out timelier. Clerk Gresch asked the Town Board for cutoff date
and time for the Accounts Payables.

TO THE HONORABLE MEMBERS OF THE VERNON TOWN BOARD:

My name is Dan Church. Iam the developer of the subdivision in Big Bend known as
Guthrie Estates. Ihave been working on this project for nearly two years. It is the first
project of its kind that I have ever attempted and I have learned a lot in this long process
which I hope will finally move from the drafting board and into reality.

I and my attorney would first of all like to extend our apologies to the
homeowners on John Drive affected by the proposed extension of John Drive. Their
concerns are both evident and understandable. Both I and my attorney agree that the
efforts used to reach a settlement with the homeowners was handled in an improper and
overly aggressive manner particularly in respect to the letters sent to them. The reason
for the letters was to assure the homeowners that I would do whatever would be
necessary to develop and landscape the extension to complement their properties.
Unfortunately the result appeared to be more threatening than amicable. Our heartfelt
apologies are extended in the hope that, if the extension is granted, both sides can work
together in making the extension as attractive as possible.

My arguments to allow the proposed extension mirror most of the points raised by
several members of your Town Board. They are as follows:

1. This extension has been planned since the subdivision was built.
2. The official map has always shown that the cul de sac was temporary. |

3. Blocking the extension will create legal issues and set precedent for more legal
issues concerning other temporary cul de sacs in the Town. '

4. My engineer and the Town Engineers have worked to make sure the connection is
completed in a manner consistent with property owners’ interests as to driveways,
ditches, landscaping, signs, and overall general appearances. I agree to provide an
irrevocable Letter of Credit from Citizen’s Bank of Mukwonago to insure any work
related to the extension will be funded and completed.

5. 1 am willing to “stub” the road going north (known as Glenecho Drive) to assist in
a prompt hookup with the Town border once the north property develops thus avoiding
any future issues in that regard.

6. I am prepared to pay costs of engineering and legal bills arising from the
extension.




7. I further understand that the Sheriff’s Department is available to control traffic
issues related to the extension.

8. The Village of Big Bend and Waukesha County have mandated that the road be
connected.

9. The Big Bend/Vernon Fire Department has encouraged the extension and have
noted the enhanced availability to a water supply leading to more efficient fire fighting,

ability to rescue fire victims as well as reduce the potential property damage caused by a
fire.

10. I further understand that the costs of keeping the cul de sac would be prohibitive
to the Town’s taxpayers. As the developer I would assume the cost burden of an the road
extension which would be beneficial to the taxpayers particularly in the face of reduction
of financial assistance in road construction and levy caps. It should also be pointed out
that I would bear the cost of correcting the misplacement of easements previously granted
in respect to John Drive. '

11.  The extension would greatly benefit the town in terms of planned development,
resulting increased tax revenue from future developments such as the Glenecho Drive
extension and would clearly contribute to the enbancement of your wonderful
community. '

I know that I am not developing a property in your community. However, I
believe that, even though I make the foregoing arguments on my behalf and for my
benefit, the Town of Vernon will also benefit by your granting the extension of John
Drive. Thank for your time and patience.
